HPBOSE COMPARTMENT EXAM DEADLINE CLOSES
JUNE 5, LATE FEE EXTENDS TO JUNE 10

The clock is ticking loud and clear for Himachal Pradesh
School Education Board (HPBOSE) students looking for a
second shot at their Matric and Senior Secondary exams.
Board Chairman Dr. Rajesh Sharma has issued a sharp
reminder to students and schools, urging them not to
wait until the absolute last minute to submit their online
applications for the upcoming June/July 2026
supplementary, compartment, and improvement exams.
Leaving things to the final hour risks website crashes and
unnecessary panic.

According to the official board schedule, the window to
apply without any financial penalty slams shut on June
5, 2026. This deadline applies to all regular and special
categories, including students clearing compartment
backlogs, those attempting performance improvements,
diploma holders reappearing for exams, and candidates
taking additional subjects. If you miss this first cutoff,
procrastination will cost you dearly, as a hefty late fee of
¥1,000 will be slapped on all applications submitted
between June 6 and June 10, 2026.

Students must also remember that they cannot apply
directly on their own. The board has strictly mandated |
that all applications must be routed and submitted online |
exclusively through their respective schools and |
institutions. While the exam fees, eligibility criteria, and
overall rules remain completely unchanged from the
previous notification, the timeline is rigid. Dr. Sharma
emphasized that schools must wrap up the process
immediately to avoid any technical glitches or
administrative hurdles, as the board has no plans to
extend the dates further.
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
