TET Exam to be Held in Two
Sessions on June 13 and 14

DHARAMSHALA JUN 10 : The
Himachal Pradesh Board of School
Education (HPBOSE) has released
the admit cards for the Teacher
Eligibility Test (TET) scheduled for
June 2026. This time, over 24,000
candidates from across the state
will appear for the exam to prove
their eligibility to become teachers.
The Board has completed all
preparations for the smooth
conduct of the examinations.
Sharing details regarding this,
HPBOSE Chairman Dr. Rajesh
Sharma stated that the eligibilit
tests for TGT (Arts), TGT (Medical),
JBT, and TGT (Sanskrit) are being
conducted strictly according to the
scheduled timetable.

According to Dr. Sharma, exams
for two important subjects will be
held on the first day, June 13, 2026.
The TGT (Arts) exam will take place
in the morning session, scheduled
from 10:00 AM to 12:30 PM. A total
of 68 examination centers have
been set up across the state for

this exam, where 10,515
candidates will appear. On the
same day, the TGT (Medical) exam
will be held in the afternoon
session from 2:00 PM to 4:30 PM.
Fifty-one centers have been
established for this exam,
accommodating a total of 3,318
candidates. On the second day,
June 14, 2026, exams will be held
for JBT and TGT (Sanskrit)
candidates. In the morning session
(10:.00 AM to 12:30 PM), 8,925
candidates will participate in the
)BT TET exam, for which 64 centers
have been prepared across the
state. Subsequently, the TGT
(Sanskrit) exam will be conducted
in the afternoon session from 2:00
PM to 4:30 PM, with 1,394
candidates appearing across 39
centers. The Board Chairman
clarified that the duration for the
examinations across all subjects
has been set at two and a half
hours (2 hours 30 minutes). The
Board management has informed
that the admit cards for all these
examinations have been uploaded
to the official website,
www.hpbose.org. Candidates can
visit the website without delay and
download their admit cards by
entering their application number
and date of birth. To ensure the
smooth conduct of the
examinations, Board Chairman Dr.
Rajesh Sharma has appealed to all
candidates to arrive at the
examination centers ahead of time.
Additionally, he has urged them to
mandatorily carry a valid identity
proof (such as Aadhaar, Voter ID,
Driving License, etc.) along with
their admit card to the
examination center. The Board
Chairman has also extended his
best wishes to all the candidates
appearing for the examinations.

The countdown has officially begun for over 24,000 teaching hopefuls in Himachal Pradesh as the state
school education board rolls out the hall tickets for the upcoming Teacher Eligibility Test (TET) June 2026.
With the career-defining exams locked in for this weekend, the Himachal Pradesh Board of School
Education (HPBOSE) has finalized its battle plans to ensure a seamless execution across the state.

Board President Dr. Rajesh Sharma confirmed that everything is moving strictly according to the
blueprint for the TGT Arts, TGT Medical, JBT, and TGT Sanskrit papers. The high-stakes evaluation kicks
off on Saturday, June 13, featuring a massive turnout for TGT Arts in the morning slot from 10:00 AM to
12:30 PM, where 10,515 candidates will file into 68 designated centers. The momentum shifts to the
afternoon window from 2:00 PM to 4:30 PM as 3,318 medical aspirants battle it out across 51 centers.

The intensity maintains its pitch into Sunday, June 14, with another dense wave of 8,925 Junior Basic
Training (JBT) candidates taking over 64 centers in the morning session. The weekend sprint wraps up
later that afternoon with 1,394 Sanskrit hopefuls checking into 39 test venues. Every single aspirant gets
exactly two and a half hours to prove their mettle and lock down their teaching credentials.

Candidates can now pull their official admit cards directly from the board’s portal at www.hpbose.org by
punch-in their application numbers and dates of birth. To avoid any last-minute chaos or getting locked
out of the race, Dr. Sharma has urged all test-takers to beat the clock by arriving at their centers well
ahead of time, strictly equipped with their printed hall tickets and a valid government ID.
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
