HPBOSE ANNOUNCES 337,760 FEE AND |

The Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education (HPBOSE)
in Dharamshala has officially opened the application
window for private educational institutions seeking
affiliation for the two-year Diploma in Elament&nf
Education (D.ELEd.) course for the 2026-28 academic
session. Board Chairman Dr. Rajesh Sharma announced
that this process is specifically for eligible private calleges'
across the state. He emphasized that student admissions
for this session will be strictly determined by the merit
scores of the Common Entrance Test (CET-2026), and all seat
allocations will follow the rigorous standards set by the
National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE).

To be eligible for affiliation, institutions must already hold
valid recognition from the NCTE to run the D.ELEd. or JBT
program and must have secured a No Objection Certificate
(NOC) from the state government or the education
department. Interested colleges can download the
necessary application forms and detailed guidelines from
the official HPBOSE website. The completed paperwork,
along with all supporting documents, must be submitted
directly to the Board office for review.

The financial requirement for the application includes a fee
of 37,760 rupees, which covers GST and must be paid via a
bank draft. Institutions are also required to provide
essential documentation such as detailed staff profiles,
building safety certificates, and fire safety clearances. The
primary deadline to submit these applications is May 14,
2026. However, the Board has provided a short grace period
allowing submissions until May 19, 2026, provided a late fee
is paid. For any further clarification or assistance,
institutions are encouraged to reach out to the Board office
directly.
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
