With this
decision by the Board,
students will now be able to
cross-check their answers to
Multiple Choice Questions
(MCQs) even before the
examination results are
officially declared. Providing
this information, Board
Chairman Dr. Rajesh Sharma
stated  that, for the
convenience of examinees,
the answer key for each
respective subject 1s being
uploaded to the official

w e b s 1t e —
www.hpbose.org—within 24
to 48 hours of the completion
of each examination. The
objective of this expedited
process 1s to provide
candidates with the
opportunity to review the
answers in a transparent
manner and assess their own

performance. If any
candidate has doubts or
objections regarding the

answers released by the
Board, they may register
their grievances by April 5,
2026. To register objections,
candidates are required to
submit supporting evidence
or certified facts to
substantiate their claims. For
this purpose, the Board has
provided two  options:
candidates may contact the
Board either via email
(hpbosesopapersetting.43@g
mail.com) or by visiting the
'Question  Paper Setting
Branch' at the Board's office
in person during working
days. The Board has clarified
that no objection received
after the stipulated deadline
(April 5) will be entertained.
Furthermore, any objection
submitted without concrete
evidence will be summarily
rejected.
